September learning focus:-

The children have been introducing themselves to the new children and sharing their toys. We have also shared our holidays and what we have been doing over the holidays and if we have been going anywhere nice over the weekends. The children were able to draw their holiday pictures.

We have also introduced the golden rules to the children and spoken about the positive behaviour we show at the nursery.
